» “If you don’t measure it, you can’t manage it”
» If you don’t measure it in year 1, how can you demonstrate incremental progress in subsequent
years
» This guides you to establish Operational Boundaries: what’s in, what’s out, what’s Scope 1, 2 &3?
» This guides your ELT to consider and determine what’s Material
Report it
» Pick a format that matches the needs of your org and your stakeholders: may be GRI, SASB,
AA1000 or any others suggested by your local Stock Exchange
» Most formats require metrics (see first bullet)
Verify it

Use external, independent verification!
» Helps refute claims of Greenwash
» Will pick up issues with a fresh set of eyes and widen your horizons, with data from other sectors
